Navy College Offices worldwide stand ready to help you during your deployment.  Many education issues can be taken care of much more easily before you deploy. I.  If you are currently enrolled in college courses that will not end before you depart, contact your Navy College immediately.

What are the issues?

You will want to arrange with your professor to complete your course if feasible.

If it isn’t feasible to complete, it will be to your advantage to withdraw from your courses to avoid a possible failing or incomplete grade.

There are consequences for Sailors using Navy Tuition Assistance, the GI Bill, and various other financial aid programs. Navy College stands ready to help. If you are deploying and you withdraw correctly, reimbursing the Navy for Tuition Assistance can be waived. If you simply “disappear” from your class and your professor assigns a failing grade you will be required to reimburse the Navy and you’ll have an “F” on your college transcript. If you are using the GI Bill or Federal Financial Aid, Navy College can advise you of what you need to do. 

II. If you are working toward a degree and would like to enroll in a Distance Learning course from your college or university before you leave, visit, call, or email a Navy College Office for counseling and Tuition Assistance. IAs can use tuition assistance just like any other Sailor. It’s good to consider your environment during the deployment and seek Navy College advice before you commit. 

III. We also have a special new educational opportunity for you as an IA, the opportunity to enroll in a distance learning college course through the NCPACE Program if you will be deployed for at least 90 days.  The courses are offered on CD ROM so Internet connectivity is not required. The price is right!! You purchase only your textbook. The Navy pays for the course.

How can I enroll?

See Navy College for counseling, enrollment procedures, and necessary forms.

When can I enroll?

Enrolling before deployment makes things much easier for you but enrollment can be done after you reach your deployment location. Enrolling before departure allows you to get face to face counseling at a Navy College Office, make your course choice, and leave with your textbook.

What if I am already deployed or don’t want to make a decision until I reach my destination and find out if my duties will leave me enough time to take a course?

You can still enroll. You can obtain procedures and necessary forms by contacting any Navy College Office.  Go to https://www.navycollege.navy.mil/ncp/findnco.cfm
