Appendix 1:  NCPDLP Memorandum of Understanding Definitions
Academic Program Review:  A formal evaluation, by both internal and external subject matter experts, of the content of an academic program. This evaluation shall consist of the official, approved SOCNAV degree program.
Delivery platform: Delivery options available from the institution, including but not limited to CDROM, video tele-delivery, Internet-based or paper-based courses or programs.
Deployment:  A planned movement of military personnel from their home base to a designated base of operations for a specified period of time.
Distance Learning Education Plan: The DLEP is the program outline that lists required courses for each proposed degree and details the articulation of ACE Guide credits, credit by exam programs and other learning experiences as appropriate.
Dynamic Student Services:  Student services that provide interaction with a university staff member, a website application, or a telecommunications system.

Enrollment Report: The report prepared by the academic institution that details aggregate enrollment data of Sailors and others enrolled in NCPDLP courses. The enrollment report template and complete variable definitions will be provided by the Commanding Officer, CPPD.
Graduation Report 1: The report prepared by the academic institution that details aggregate graduation data for Sailors and others completing degrees through NCPDLP. The graduation report 1 template and complete variable definitions will be provided by the Commanding Officer, CPPD.

Graduation Report 2: The report prepared by the academic institution which details graduates by individual names of Sailors completing degrees through NCPDLP. The graduation report 2 template and complete variable definitions will be provided by the Commanding Officer, CPPD.

Host Commanding Officer:  Installation commander. The Host Commanding Officer has the responsibility to facilitate availability of voluntary education services and programs.

Non-Academic programs:  Any programs that an institution may have an affiliation or business relationship with that is not specifically included as part of this agreement. 
NCPDLP Program Manager: The responsible individual identified by the academic institution to execute the MOU for the institution.

Static Student Services:  Student services made available in such a way that a student may successfully use them largely on his/her own.

Technical Assistant: Responsible individual identified by the Commanding Officer to monitor the execution of the MOU.
Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF-RA) - Wide Area Work Flow - Receipts and Acceptance (WAWF-RA) is a paperless contracting DoD-wide application designed to eliminate paper from the receipts and acceptance process of the DoD contracting lifecycle. The goal is to enable authorized Defense contractors and DoD personnel the ability to create invoices and receiving reports and access contract related documents.
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
