Tenants of the Program 

· The following are highlights of the Navy College Program:

1.  You will have the opportunity to take courses with various colleges and universities.

- SOCNAV is the Servicemembers Opportunity Colleges (SOC) degree program for the Navy.  It consists of over 80 fully accredited colleges that offer associate and bachelors degree programs at Navy installations worldwide, both ashore and afloat. 

       - NCP Distance Learning Partnership institutions with their rate related degree 

       programs and distance learning courses allow you to work on your college degree

       “anytime” and “anywhere”.

1.  Funding to help pay for those courses.

Tuition Assistance provides financial assistance to active duty members to pursue off-duty education while studying at colleges and universities, which are typically located near naval installations in the U.S. and overseas. 

Navy College Program for Afloat College Education (NCPACE) will provide you courses at sea for no cost except for your textbooks.

3.  You can also take credit-by-examination tests (CLEP, DSST, and ECE) for free.  Depending on what your score is on the test and the school you are attending you could possibly test out of college courses.

4.  And academic counseling to help you determine what courses to take to obtain your desired degree.

The local Navy College Office where you will be stationed will provide advice and academic counseling on how to develop an education plan for obtaining a college degree while on active duty.

At your next command a good source of information is your Career Counselor.  They are not only concerned with your military development, but also your educational progression. 

5.  You can also visit the Navy College Program website or call the toll free number, which operates 7 days a week, 15 hours a day (CST). 

6.  To see what credit you will be eligible for in the future a Rating Roadmap has been developed for each rating.
